Tu B’Shevat: 
We discussed the birthday of the trees, Tu B’Shevat, which falls on the 15th of the month Shevat, and talked about the importance of trees in Judaism…the fact that in the story of Genesis, trees and other vegetation were created even before animals and humans.  “Let the earth sprout vegetation: seed-bearing plants, fruit trees of every kind of earth that bear fruit with the seed in it.”  Genesis 1:11.  We saw pictures of the various kinds of fruits grown on trees in Israel: pomegranates, grapefruit, apricots, oranges, lemons, pears, peaches, avocado, apples, pears, bananas, cherries, watermelon.  
The children acted out something to do with Tu B’Shevat (taking care of plants/trees; conserving electricity; picking up trash, etc.  Next week we will send home little pots, soil and parsley seeds for each child to plant at home.  Hopefully, your parsley will grow in time for Passover!
