New letters: The vowel sound “oh” which is made by using the letter vav with a dot over it:F.  The kids will learn that any letter can have the vowel dot over it and it makes an “oh” sound following the sound of that letter.  We also learned about h (tet), which looks like a Tote bag since it has a Tear in the Top.
