Hebrew:
Reviewed: The vowel sound “oh” which is made by using the letter vav with a dot over it:F.  The kids will learn that any letter can have the vowel dot over it and it makes an “oh” sound following the sound of that letter.  We also learned about h (tet), which looks like a Tote bag since it has a Tear in the Top.
New letters and vowels:  We learned the vowel sound “eh” today (three dots in a triangular formation beneath a letter), and the letter R (peh), which is distinguished from fey by having a dot inside it.
Vocabulary: Pesach (Passover)
Yom HaShoah (Holocaust Remebrance Day)
We will simply discuss the fact there throughout history, there have been people who were not always tolerant of Jews or others, and today is a day to recall the importance of tolerance. We will do a short exercise noting the ways in which every one of us in class is “different” from the others:  name/dress/physical features/country of origin, etc.
